BYLAWS
OF

KENTUCKY AGRICULTURAL COUNCIL

ARTICLE I
TITLE, LOCATION, AND PURPOSE

Section 1 — Title

The organization shall be known as the Kentucky Agricultural Council.

Section 2 — Location

The location of the office and the depository of the records of the Council shall be designated by

the Board of Directors annually.

Section 3 — Purpose

The purpose of the Kentucky Agricultural Council is:

Ts To plan programs and disseminate information that will create an understanding and
appreciation of Kentucky agriculture.

2, To enable member agencies and/or organizations to better understand available
programs so that Kentucky agriculture may progress more rapidly.

3. To serve as a liaison between private and public agricultural organizations, the
Commissioner of Agriculture, the Governor, and the legislature in order to develop and
effectively utilize our agricultural resources to the fullest extent.

4. To recetve and dispense funds for the purpose of promoting Kentucky agriculture.
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ARTICLE II
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1 — Membership

Any incorporated non-profit organization, association, state or federal agency, or institution of
higher education, that is interested in the advancement and development of Kentucky agriculture

shall be eligible for membership upon approval of the full Kentucky Agricultural Council.

Section 2 — Representation of Members

Each qualifying member organization shall designate a representative, duly qualified, to represent
and vote for it at all meetings of the membership. Each member organization may also appoint
another person as an alternate representative. Any such appointments may be terminated and

another representative and/or alternate substituted at the desire of the member organization.

Section 3 — Right to Vote

Each member shall have one (1) vote. It is understood that no member shall be bound by a majority

vote of the member organizations.

Section 4 — Annual Meetings

An annual meeting of the membership shall be held for the purpose of Board of Directors election
and consideration of changes to the Bylaws. The annual meeting shall be held during the fourth
quatter of each calendar year, with the exact time and place to be designated by the Board of
Directors. Notice of the meeting shall be mailed to the membership at least ten (10) days in

advance.
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
